Just two comments in terms of leading an animal:  Always maintain control of that animal.  I can’t do much to control her if I’m standing out here.  If she decided to leave and blow out of here, I can’t control her if I’m standing out here.  Where I control her, is getting right here and keeping an elbow in her neck.  As long as I’m right here, I can control this animal quite well.  There isn’t much she can do.  She can’t get her head going and she can’t get away from me nearly as easily as she could if she’s out here.  I have to work pretty hard to hang onto her.  
As we’re leading, a real important safety consideration is the way that you hold your rope.  You want to use a loop in your rope, like this, or you want to hold the rope straight, out the back of your hand, like this.  The thing you don’t want to do, ever, is to make coils around your hand to lead with; that’s a real cardinal sin.  If she wanted to pull back real quick, she can tighten that, and you can really put a pinch on your fingers and cause some major pain, if not worse.  Always lead with a loop or with a straight end of your rope coming out of the back of your hand.  
As you lead, you definitely don’t want them walking on you.  You want to keep their space so they aren’t walking on your heels.  Several things you can do to keep from doing that, just a simple shake into the rope a lot of times will cause them to stay back away from you.  Sometimes you have to get a little more severe with them, not just to keep them from walking on you; they have to learn to respect your space.  Teaching them to stay back is a real important thing.  It’s something that just takes a little time, but they pick up on that rather quickly that they need to stay off of your heels.
